EPA Sets $300 Certification Fee for Lead Paint Rule Compliancg

Remodeling firms that are working in homes where there isbaadd paint will have to pay a
$300 certification fee in order to comply with thead: Renovation, Repair and Paintingle es-
tablished by thé).S. Environmental Protection Agency

The rule, which will take effect on April 22, 2010, addresses remodeling and renovation profects
disturbing more thagix squardeet of potentially contaminated painted surfaces for all residenftial
and multifamily structures built prior to 1978 that are inhabited or frequented by pregnant w@men
and children under the age of six.

The rule establishes required lesafe work practices, including posting warning signs for occ

pants and visitors; using disposable plastic drop cloths; cleaning the work area with HEPA \lacuum-
ing and wet washing; and individual certification through a training course. Remodeling firmg can
begin applying for their certification on Oct. 22.

The certification fee structure, including a $300 fee for remodeling firms for-gdi&eperiod, wa
published in thé-ederal Registeon Friday, March 20.

The rule also requires a cleaning inspection after the work is completed and grants the rem@deler
flexibility in determining the size of the work area, which can reduce the size of the area suljject to
containment.

Training firms can apply to EPA for accreditation of their certified renovator courses beginnifpg on
April 22. As training courses are approved, EPA will publish the names of approved trainersgon its
Web site.
