What are the Damages for Code Violations in Home Construction
by RinkeNoonan Law Firm and Roger C. Justin.

A recent case out of the Minnesota Court of Appéddsck v. Colson Construction, Ing
addressed the issue of what damages a homeowner can recover if construction of thefhome
was not according to cod@&loackis one of the many cases in the judicial system dealinggwith
water intrusion into a residential dwelling. Moack the home was of stucco construction
and evidence was presented regarding several code violations. These violations inclu@led the
failure to use two layers of Grade D tar paper behind the stucco, the failure to install wgep
screeds, the failure to install appropriate flashing on the windows and doors, and failurg to
comply with minimum thickness requirements for the application of the stucco. Of coufse,
the only way to remedy all of these violations would be to remove all of the stucco fronfj the
home and redo that application.

The homeowners and contractor defendants presented different evidence as to what dam-
ages the homeowners sustained as a result of these code violations. The homeowner§ brought
forth evidence that to bring the home into compliance with code would cost between
$220,000.00 and $240,000.00. The contractor defendants on the other hand, testifiedfthat al-
though the construction was not up to code, only a small portion of the home actually suffered
from water intrusion and only that portion needed to be repaired. The contractors put forth
evidence that those repairs could be done for approximately $23,000.00. The jury canje back
with a finding that the homeowners had suffered $55,000.00 of damage as a result of the code
violations. The homeowners appealed this decision to the Minnesota Court of Appeal$, argu-
ing that because there was a code violation the award, as a matter of law must includeithe
amount necessary to fully remedy that violation. The Court of Appeals found otherwisg.

First,
that the contractors had been negligent. The Court held that even if the code violation§ con-
stituted a breach of the contractorsé®é uty of

quires resulting damage to establish a claim of negligence. The Court of Appeals refu§ed to
find that the code violation standing by itself was such an injury.

The Court also addressed the question of whether the violation of Minn. Stat. 8 3278A.05

provided a remedy for the homeowners. Minn. Stat. § 327A contains the statutory warfanties

which follow each home to the homeowner. The Court looked at the language of § 32 A

which stated that Aupon breach of any arrant
shall have a cause of action against the vendor for damages arising out of the breach, for for

specific performance. Damages shall be limited to: (a) the amount necessary to remedy the

defect or breach; or (b) the difference between the dwelling without the defect and vallde of

the dwelling with defect. o The @Qlowadthe f ound t
jury to find the amount of damages were the costs to remedy all violations, but that thellstatute
Afcertainly does not entitle appellantsffto suc

This decision may be helpful to contractors who find themselves in the same position ds did
the defendants iNoack If damage is localized, or if there are code violations but no dafhage
to their structure, contractors may be able to negotiate settlements with homeowners Wihich
stop short of replacement of the entire home exterior. Obviously, that could save the dbntrac-
tor quite a sum of money. However, the decision is not a surefire defense to an impro@er con-

stucco. It may also result in more intense inspections of the home to find structural dafhage
throughout, rather than identifying only one or two problem spots. FilNlgckdoes noth-

ing to address the question of what thg Depar
in relation to the contractorsd respongibilit
ment would agree with the Court of Appeals and find that agreeing to pay for just the dam-

those violations. Finally, it is also possible that this case will move on to the Minnesotd Su-
preme Court and be modified there. In any event, the current status of Minnesota law loes
not contain an absolute obligation by a contractor to remedy or make payment to every home-
owner for every code violation.
